Making Paper Flowers: v
Supplies: various colors of tissue paper (size 8 1/2 x 11"), pipe cleaners, string and
scissors. ‘ : o ' S o co

First Step: Place 4 to 6 pieces of tissue paper on top of each other (green piece on bottom).

Second Step: Fold the pile accordian style; ‘Iike you were méking a paper fan.

Third Step: Tie a piece of string ﬁmily but gently in the center of the folded paper.

Optional: Cut pattems along the ends of the paper to make fzincy petaJs.'

Fourth Step: Gently spread out the paper so it looks like a fan.

Fifth Step: Lift tissue paper, one piece at a time, toward the center-and ‘sgmnéﬁ'. Continue
o ' until all of the pieces are bunched together.

Sixth Step: Hook pipe cleaner through string to create a stem
for your flower. - s
