	Date: June 1, 2012
	Time:3 to 5 Instructional Periods

	Subject: Reading/ Writing
	Topic: Story writing: Narratives/Poetry


	Set:
	1. Tell students they are going to write a story about either themselves or someone they know, e.g. mom, sister but they are going to write it in song form.

2. Ask them if they know what a corrido is…

3. Play one children’s corrido from Jose-Luis Orozco CD

	Objectives and
Purpose:
	 Reading for Literature: 

#2. 	Materials:
	1. CDs : Corridos Mexicanos Y Chicanos  & Des Colores by Jose Luis- Orozco

2. Collection of children’s Spanish songs CD by Eduardo Guerrero Jr. 

3. website: www.corridos.org (from a website about corridos by the Smithsonian Institute

4. pencil/paper;  white board or screen with laptop

5. Rubric: large poster paper for student reference

	Input:
	1. Review patterns in poetry: e.g. ABAB (orally and/or verbally with examples). Write on board & explain how a corrido also has a specific pattern of which one is ABCB.

2. Explain that the normal corrido has 36 lines, but they will be writing shorter corridos (story songs) 

3. Tell students corridos tell a story line using the 5 Ws, have beginnings and endings and a lesson to learn like fables.

4. Corridos are different because they are “talking” to someone – the audience.

5. Have these points written on large poster paper to attach to wall/door or board for easy student reference.

	Modeling:
	1. Students and teacher brainstorm about something in the classroom or school to write about e.g. a computer, a pencil and piece of paper, an eraser, or something a student chooses.

2. Together, using the website www.corridos.org,  teacher and students create & model writing a short 2 or 3 stanza ABCB pattern corrido with a story line with who, what, where, when, why, how with beginning & ending. Students choose who the “audience” is.

3. Students & teacher read/sing the modelled corrido together.


	Check for
Understanding:
	1. Teacher would check for understanding after guided practice by having students review their corridos for the checklist on the large poster board. 



	Guided Practice:
	1. Students who wish to write a corrido on their own should be allowed. 

2. Students who wish to can work in groups of 2 or 3.



	Independent Practice:
	Using website of www.corridos.org under the “write” category, students can practice writing their own corrido accompanied by music. 

	Closure:
	1 . Students can perform or listen to their corrido being performed using the website of www.corridos.org.

2. Students can print out corridos and make a song-book (cancionero)

	Evaluation: Students Self
	1. Students: write a corrido following the guidelines outlined on the large poster board used for student reference. 
2. Self: teacher’s corrido actually follows guidelines and words fall into rhythmic pattern of music.
