	Set:
	Place an incendiary photo on the board relating to Borderland Issues 

	Objectives and
Purpose:
	Students will be able to identify characteristics of subjective and objective accounts and be able to write about and discuss hot button issues in relation Borderland issues in Arizona

	Materials:
	Student journals

	Input:
	Photographs, Nortec music

	Modeling:
	*Next to the photograph on the board write fact or opinion.

*Ask students to describe what they see in the photo and write all responses on board. (brainstorm)

*Place student responses under either fact or opinion in a T-Chart in order to demonstrate the difference between subjective and objective language and writing




	Check for
Understanding:
	The students will be able to identify subjective versus objective statements written on the board, and/or give an example of a subjective or objective statement.



	Guided Practice:
	Take out journals, play Nortec music and instruct students to begin writing

	Independent Practice:
	Write in journals a 6-10 minimum sentence response to the photograph

	Closure:
	Each student must write one sentence on an index card indicating what they learned or what insight was gained through the lesson

	Evaluation: Students Self
	Bell work will be graded holistically at the end of the week.
