PO 2: Propose a solution

PO 3: Evaluate the possible strengths and weaknesses of solutions

	Materials:
	Text sets (6)
Boxes of texts: poetry, essays, political cartoons, news accounts, cookbooks, laws, photos, diaries, letters. Guide sheets per analysis – UA library

	Modeling:
	Classroom teacher and learning coach Resource teacher pick artifacts from text sets to discuss and write about on the class Prometheum Board
Students self-select a box; 1 group of 4 per box. Pairs analyse documents/artifacts and staple analysis sheet in Learning Log.




	Check for
Understanding:
	Think/Pair/Share: each group of four will exchange information and create a board game for classmates to play.

	Guided Practice:
	Students will present the rules of their game to their classmates. Class will rotate through playing the games.

	Independent Practice:
	Each student will write a letter of at least 5 paragraphs to their US Senator proposing changes/improvements to immigration policy.

	Closure:
	Art Gallery/poetry Slam using self-selected poetry format – haiku, cinquain, diamante, limerick, exquisite corpse, BIO Poem and artistic rendering to accompany poem
